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Be sure the hinges operate freely & the door does not bind or drag during closing.

Install the door closer on the surface of the door frame, so the arm will swing horizontal
and with the edge of the attaching plates (A) not more than 3/8” from the edge
of the closed door.

Install the arm roller bracket (D) to the surface of the door, so the closer arm bar (B) will
line up and the arm roller bracket (D) will be a minimum of 1-1/2” from the end of the bar (B).

The arm roller bracket (D), should only be temporarily applied to the door until the final,
proper spring tension has been applied to the arm bar.

WARRANTY INFORMATION

RHS offers a 90-day return and repair warranty
for this closer.

RHS’ warranty is VOID if it is determined that the closer
failed due to over-tensioning the spring.
